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Introduction

Historical statistics are coined in the categories and terms of the period — what we refer to
within the framework of the Electronic Repository of Russian Historical Statistics as
‘historical classifications’. These categories can even differ within one and the same period,
due to the existence of different spelling variants and synonyms. Particularly for the earlier
benchmark-years 1795 and 1858 this is often the case. Standardising these categories across
data-sets in order to maximise the comparability of the data is one of the central aims of the
Electronic Repository of Russian Historical Statistics (ERRHS).

To achieve this, we have:
(a) unified and systematised the 'historical' categories used in the sources and;

(b) matched and marked them accordingly to categories used in accepted modern, and
highly standardised systems of classification (NACE, CLEMS, PST and others).

in which:

(a) The standardisation of historical categories into what we will refer to as ‘unified
historical classifications’ serves the purpose of making data comparable within one and the
same period and facilitates querying the data;

(b) the reliance on modern classifications to tag the data resolves the issue of
comparability over time. Unifying 'historical classifications’ does not render data
comparable between cross-sections. Different grouping principles might have been used,
and the meaning of terms and categories apparently similar, can in fact have changed over
the years. Coding the data for different years using one and the same classification scheme
does, however, solve this problem.

On the Ristat-portal users can query the database using the historical or the modern
classification, and aggregate the data at different levels of hierarchy. This query tool is
accessed from the left-hand menu at ‘STATISTICS/TOPICS’. A radio-button allows the
user to toggle between historical and modern classification, changing the set of categories
available for selection under ‘4. Choose indicators’.

Full disaggregated data-sets in database format (one row=one record) with
simultaneous historical and modern classification can be downloaded from the left-hand
menu at ‘STATISTICS/FILE CATALOGUE’. The historical classification is in the fields
‘HistClass1’, ‘HistClass2’.....”HistClass10’. The modern classification is in the fields
‘Class1’, ‘Class2’.....’Class10’. Below, we expand on the methodology used in applying
the modern classifications.
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General principles of the application of modern classifications

Modern classifications are, as a rule, hierarchical, and consist of nested categories, which
allow for the classification of each and every historical variable, even if at different levels
of detail. Branches and sub-branches of industry can be taken as a good example. In case a
certain figure cannot be matched to a single sub-branch of industrial production, it might
well be feasible to determine the more general branch of production that it relates to, one
level up in the hierarchy.

However, such a procedure rarely allows one to reconstruct all categories of the
modern classification, because the necessary level of detail of the data to do so might
simply not be available in the source. Only if each historical category matches to only one
category in the modern classification (a relationship of many-to-one), and all necessary
historical categories are identifiable and available in the source (‘functional
completeness’) can we speak of a full reconstruction of a category from the modern
classification. This is usually the case only at the higher, as well as at the lower levels of
aggregation, whereas at intermediate levels the mismatches are a more vexing problem.

This notwithstanding, we have categorised all data in the database in terms of a modern
classification, either through full reconstructions, or by distributing the available historical
categories among modern ‘baskets’. In the next sections, we will specifically elaborate on
our methodology with regards to the modern classification of ERRHS’ data on labour.

Modern Classification of ERRHS’ data on labour

ERRHS aims to provide four different types of data on labour for each benchmark-year,
subject to availability. Three of these are classified according to a specific, widely accepted
modern classification scheme:

Datatype 2.01 — provides data on the occupational structure of the population.
Occupational titles usually refer to a certain set of skills and a type of economic activity, such
as “baker”, “blacksmith”, or “tailor”. We have coded these data according to the Primary-
Secondary-Tertiary-International (PSTI) scheme developed by the Group for the History of
Population and Social Structure at Cambridge University.' This classification system
categorizes economic activities in three broad sectors — the primary (agriculture, forestry,
fishery), secondary (manufacturing, construction, mining), and tertiary sectors (trade,
transport, services) — based on the nature of these activities.

Datatype 2.02 — provides data on the labour relations prevalent in society. Labour
relations are defined as the various vertical and horizontal social relations under which work
is performed. These data cover demographic, occupational and other categories and are
classified using the taxonomy of the Global Collaboratory on the History of Labour
Relations.? This taxonomy starts from a basic subdivision in society between those who are
not expected or unable to work and those who work, with a further breakdown of the latter
into employed, self-employed, employers, household producers, slaves and a number of other
labour relations.

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Datatype 2.03 — provides data on the structure of the labour force by branch of
employment. These data show how the working population is distributed over the different
sectors of the economy by type of output. A manager in industry is therefore classified as
working in industry, regardless of the nature of the job concerned. Similarly, a blacksmith
working at the railroad company is counted as a transport worker, even if his actual
occupation is in metalworking. The data are classified using the Statistical Classification of
Economic Activities in the European Union (NACE) system, which is also used in the
Electronic Repository of Russian Historical Statistics to code the data on the output of
industry, agriculture, and services. *

Datatype 2.04 — provides data on the means of subsistence, distinguishing between those
dependent on others, dependents of the state, the gainfully employed, and other categories
specifying a person's source of income. As we have not been able to find an existing
classification scheme for such information, we have opted not to apply a modern
classification to these data.

The table below sums up the four different types of data on labour in the ERRHS, and the
respective modern classification schemes used for these data:

DATATYPE MODERN CLASSIFICATION SCHEME

2.01: By profession PSTI

2.02: By labour relation Global Collaboratory for the History of Labour
Relations

2.03: By sector of employment NACE

2.04: By source of income No modern classification

The following paragraphs provide background information on these modern
classification schemes.

Datatype 2.01: The PSTI System for the Classification of Occupational Data

The Primary-Secondary-Tertiary-International (PSTI) system of classifying occupations was
developed by the Cambridge Group for the History of Population and Social Structure in the
late 2000s and applied in various research projects under the umbrella of the latter.
Originally, PST — without the addendum ‘International’ — was devised to reconstruct the
occupational structure of Britain over a period ranging from the late middle ages down to the
early 20™ century.* PSTI is a modified version of PST devised by the Cambridge Group to be
applied in its International Network for the Comparative History of Occupational Structure
(INCHOS) project.’

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PSTI is a hierarchical classification system that allows for identifying an occupation with
a six-digit code. These digits, separated by a comma and a single space, rise sequentially,
meaning that the first digit in the code provides the lowest level of detail, while the last
provides the highest. Let us illustrate this by classifying the occupation of 'butcher' as an
example:

e The first digit, and least detailed level of classification, identifies the sector of
economic activity in which an occupation is grouped. PSTI — as the name implies —
distinguishes three broad sectors: the primary (securing raw materials, except for
mining), secondary (converting raw materials to finished products, including mining),
and tertiary sectors (trade, transport and services). We choose the secondary sector
(code: 2).

e The second digit identifies the sectoral division of economic activity the occupation
belongs to. The secondary sector, for instance, is divided in five sectoral divisions:
‘mining and quarrying’, ‘manufacturing’, ‘construction’, ‘utilities’ and not further
specified'. We choose 'manufacturing' (code: 2).

e The third digit identifies the major sub-sector an occupation belongs to. Within the
subsector ‘manufacturing’, we choose the major sub-sector ‘food industry’ (code: 1).

e The fourth digit identifies the sub-sectoral division under which an occupation is
classified. Within the aforementioned group ‘food industry’, we choose the sub-
sectoral division ‘meat, fish, poultry products’ (code: 4).

e The fifth digit identifies the occupational group, with several options that fall within
the sub-sectoral division ‘meat, fish, poultry products’, of which we choose 'butcher’
(code: 1).

e The sixth digit, finally, identifies the occupation itself, with two options available for
the occupational group 'butcher' ('slaughterman' and 'butcher') of which we choose
‘butcher’ (code: 1).

Thus, the PSTI code for the occupation of ‘butcher’ is 2, 2, 1, 4, 1, 1. This means that this
occupation is classified in the secondary sector (2), in the sectoral division ‘manufacturing’
(2), in the major sub-sector ‘food industries’ (1), in the sub-sectoral division ‘meat, fish,

poultry products’ (4), in the occupational group 'butcher' (1), and finally as the occupation
‘butcher’ (1).

At the time these data were classified, no fully documented version of PSTI existed, and
therefore we have classified data by first looking up the PST code in the ‘PST Definitions
Table’, and subsequently converting these codes to PSTI by use of the ‘PST to PSTI table’.
Both tables were issued by the Cambridge Group, and have been added to this documentation
as appendices.

In March 2020 a final revision of the data was carried out to bring the modern
classification in line with the version of PSTI used in the international comparative volume
on the history of occupational change edited by Osamu Saito and Leigh Shaw-Taylor.® This
volume contains a chapter on Russia and the Soviet Union, which is accompanied by an
online appendix with national data, compiled following the same procedures as the regional

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data in the Electronic Repository of Russian Historical Statistics.’

The Application of PSTI in the ERRHS

With regards the application of PSTI coding to the occupational data in the ERRHS, we have
made several principled decisions on our methodology. Firstly, as users will notice, we have
coded the occupational data in the ERRHS only up to the third digit — the major sub-sector
level — of PSTI. Most available data do not allow for a more detailed classification — in
cases where more detailed occupational information is available in the historical
classification, users can refer to the file catalogue and add further coding themselves. In our
datasets for datatype 2.01, the row named ‘Class 1’ contains the digit identifying sector, that
named ‘Class 2’ the digit identifying the sectoral division, and that named ‘Class 3’ the digit
identifying the major sub-sector.

Secondly, in addition to the PSTI codes, we have also identified the sex of the
respective groups of workers whenever this was possible. We have included this information
in the row headed ‘Class 4°, in which sex can be identified as ‘Male’, ‘Female’, or ‘Sex not
specified’.

Thirdly, we have included textual descriptors alongside the digits of each PSTI code
in our dataset. We have done so in order to make our decisions on the codification of a given
occupation more transparent and easier to understand to users of the ERRHS. The textual
descriptors are joined to their respective digit using a hyphen (-).

Taking the three points above in regard, the modern classification of occupational data
in the ERRHS looks as follows — relying on the example of ‘butchers’ in the dataset for the
benchmark year 1795:

Fourthly, we ran into the problem that our sources tend to register people with different
occupational backgrounds as a single group. In some cases it concerns professions that are
very similar in nature, such as different kinds of smiths. In such cases we allowed the use of a
double PSTI digits at the major sub-sector-level, joined together by an underscore (_). Also,
both textual descriptors are included, and joined together by a semicolon, followed by a space
(; ). As such, the modern classification for ‘blacksmiths, coppersmiths, and tinsmiths’ in the
dataset for the benchmark year 1795 looks as follows:

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In other cases, particularly in the data for the benchmark year 1795, the recorded occupations
within a single group are of such diversity that a codification with multiple digits at the major
sub-sector-level simply made no sense from a pragmatic perspective — in other words, it
would defeat the purpose of PSTI classification. In these cases, we coded such data as ‘Not
further distinguished’, identified by the digit ‘0’. As an example, the modern classification for
‘Carpenters, brick makers, blacksmiths, rope makers, potters’ in the dataset for the
benchmark year 1795 looks as follows:

Also, in the 1897 data, the source does not allow all workers to be classified at the major sub-
sector level, because there is a category 'unknown', which can belong to any of the groups
identified within a sectoral division (for more information, see the documentation on the
Labour data-sets for the benchmark-year 1897). In these cases, we have adopted the
following solution; where only two major sub-sectors are distinguished within the sectoral
division, we have classified the unknown within this sectoral division using a combination of
the two major sub-sectors possible. In cases where a sectoral division contains more than two
major-sub sectors, we have classified the category 'unknown' at the major sub-sector level as
'0-Not further distinguished'.

Finally, in two distinct cases the codification of occupations at the highest sector-level of
PSTI proved problematic. The first case concerns most of the artisans’ professions included
in the dataset for the benchmark year 1795. The sources are unclear on the question whether
these artisans merely manufactured their wares, or if they also traded in them.

The second case concerns ‘crane operators’ and ‘conveyor belt operators’ in the
occupational data for the benchmark years 1959 and 2002. Part of the people in these
professions will have worked in heavy industry and construction, i.e. secondary sector, but
another part will have been employed in transport, i.e. tertiary sector.

In all three cases, it can be argued that these occupational data should be classified as
belonging to the second, as well as the tertiary sectors of PSTI. This, however, would render
the data invaluable for the purpose of tracing occupational change by sector, which is one of
the central aims of the PSTI classification scheme as such.

In respect to the 1795 artisans, we have decided to give prevalence to manufacturing,
and have classified these occupations as belonging to the second sector of PSTI.

In respect to the 1959 and 2002 crane operators and conveyor belt operators, because
of the size of this group, we have opted to simply divide these groups among secondary and
tertiary sectors through an arbitrary fifty-fifty percent split.

The Cambridge Group is still improving the PSTI system for the classification of
occupational data, and regularly releases new versions. These, and more information on PST
and PSTI, can be found on the following websites:

It distinguishes eighteen main types of labour relations (fourth column from left), with
thirteen further subcategories (last column). These eighteen labour relations can be grouped
into four overarching categories (second column from left), which, together, comprise the
entire population of a given country, region or society, including those who are considered
too old or too young to work. For a more detailed description of the categories, please refer to
Appendix II of this documentation.

The Application of the Taxonomy in the ERRHS

Only for the benchmark years 1897, 1959 and 2002 sufficient data are available to
characterise all of the population in terms of these eighteen categories of labour relations. For
1858 partial data are available.

Not always is it possible to clearly demarcate and separate all categories, and we end
up with combined categories, bridging two or more categories of the taxonomy. In such cases
we have used the following annotation, linking the numbers of the categories concerned with
an underscore, followed by a dash and the names the categories joined by a semicolon, e.g.:

[14_18-Market wage earners; Non-market wage earners]

1858

For a full reconstruction of labour relations in 1858 certain key data are lacking, and appear
to be non-existent, notably a subdivision of the population by age. (Partial) data for certain
labour relations can be distilled, though, from the governors' reports and these have been
included in the data-base — the number of prisoners; inmates of workhouses and correctional
establishments; gainful employment of foreigners. Full coverage of these data cannot
automatically be assumed, though, and needs to be verified. The data-set 1858 2.02 therefore
needs to be seen as a stump, to be built upon and further extended by interpreting and
drawing in additional data from the data-types 1.05 (Population by estate), 2.01 (Labour by
profession), 2.03 (Labour by sector), and 2.04 (Labour by source of income).

1897

The principal source for the benchmark year 1897 is the first-ever modern population census
of the Russian Empire, held on 28 January 1897. The census turnouts have been published in
86 volumes for individual provinces (ry6epuun) of the Empire, as well as in a two-volume
national edition.’ This database draws from (a) the data on occupations in table XX,
published separately in four companion volumes, (b) a special two-part volume with the
census data on workers, and (c) the data on the age-structure of the population in the national
volumes. '’

Separate break-downs by labour relation are provided for the male and the female
population.

Reconstructing the break-down of the population of each region into the taxonomy
categories involves the following steps.

The first step is to isolate the non-working part of the population, to be included in
Labour Relation 1 - “Cannot work or cannot be expected to work”. Using age-delimiters of
<6 and >75 the population in these two age-categories are integrally allocated to Labour
Relation 1.

Next, we turn to the census data on occupation from table XX. Table XX in fact
relates not so much to occupation, as to the source from which people derived their means of
livelihood. At a first level it distinguishes between the people who had a source of income of
their own on the one side, and the people who were supported by the former on the other side.
For those who had a source of income of their own, this source of income is further specified,
primarily by branch of industry or economic activity, but with some additional categories,
like rentiers, prisoners, soldiers etc. (For a full list of the categories distinguished in table XX,
cf. Appendix I of the documentation on the 1897 data-sets on Labour). Some of these
categories ought to be assigned to the category “non-working”, like for example those who
live on state support, those who are resident in shelters and institutions, the ill and the infirm,
and others. Therefore, these are also classified as Labour Relation 1.

Having thus isolated the non-working population, it is assumed next that all those
listed in table XX as gainfully employed are above 6 and under 75 years of age. This is a
simplification, because table XX itself reveals that relatively small numbers of the gainfully
employed are outside of these age boundaries, but a necessary step to avoid double counting.

A further important implication of this assumption, is that the population between 6
and 75 years of age which is NOT listed as gainfully employed in table XX jointly makes up
the Labour Relations 4b - “Household kin producers” [subordinate kin (men, women, and
children) contributing to the maintenance of self-sufficient households], and 5 — “Household
kin non-producers” [subordinate kin, including spouses (men and women) and children of
heads of households, who can support the household (under either reciprocal or commodified
labour relations)]. Ideally, one would of course be able to distinguish between Labour
Relations 4b and 5, but unfortunately the data do not allow us to do so.

The next steps are to divide the people listed as gainfully employed in table XX over
the Labour Relations 2-4 and 6-18. This cannot be done directly, due to the unfortunate
circumstance that, for financial reasons, at the time the direct census data on labour relations
[nonooarcenue 6 3anamuu] were never worked out or aggregated. Only the data on blue-collar
workers [pabouue] were published in a separate volume.'' These are of limited value for our
project, however, because blue-collar workers are only part of the larger categories 14
[market wage earners] and 18 [non-market wage-earners], next to white-collar workers. As a
consequence, we have no choice but to use the data on occupation/source of income in table
XX to infer the labour relations 2-18. This is feasible only to some extent. Separate data can
be estimated/calculated for the Labour Relations 2, 4, 8, and 12-13-14-18:

Labour Relation 2 - “Affluent” [those who are so prosperous that they do not need to
work for a living] is identified as such in table XX [sum of categories /4.01-Subsisting on
income from capital and real estate and 14.02-Subsisting on funds from parents or other
relatives].

Labour Relation 4a - “Leading household producers”. This is an approximation.
Russia was still an overwhelmingly peasant society in 1897, with some inroads of more
market-oriented agricultural production in certain regions. Logically, we can therefore expect

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the population gainfully employed in agriculture to have consisted of four categories, in terms
of labour relations: heads of peasant households [mainly 4a — Leading producers, but
probably also some 12a — Self-employed leading producers], non-heads of household
participating in agricultural work [4b — Kin producers], agricultural labourers [14 — Wage
earners], and their employers [either 13-Employers, or 4a — Leading producers and 12a —
Self-employed leading producers, in as far as agricultural labourers were hired for work by
peasant households]. How to separate these from the available data?

Table XX differentiates between [7-Agriculture, 18-Apiculture and sericulture, and
19-Livestock farming, with a further break-down within these larger groups, among which
17.01-Crop farming overall, 19.01-Livestock farming overall and several other specialised
branches of agriculture and animal husbandry. The number of agricultural hired labourers
working in agriculture is available from the separate set of volumes on blue-collar workers."
Unfortunately, it does not distinguish any further between the occupational groups 17, 18 and
19. Therefore we have no choice but to amalgamate these three categories into a combined
17 18 19-Agriculture; Apiculture & sericulture; Livestock farming. Subtracting the number
of agricultural labourers from the total number of people working in agriculture we are left,
according to our scheme as set out above, with a combined category 4a-4b-12a-12b-13.

However, it has been noticed in the literature, that the 1897 census under-enumerates
employment in agriculture, because it only appears to have counted heads of households, and
not kin producers." This is of course a defect of the census, but it can be turned to our
advantage here. Because, if true, it means that kin producers 4b and 12b are not included in
the totals on agricultural employment, which leaves us with a combined category of 4a-12a-
13. There is no real possibility to separate these three categories in a meaningful way, but
because the agricultural sector was only just embarking on a more market-oriented course, we
can assume the number of /2a — Self-employed leading producers to have been quite modest,
and, for the sake of moving forward, we assume that all heads of household were essentially
still peasant subsistence households.

This assumption would leave us, after subtracting the number of hired agricultural
labourers from total agricultural employment, with a combined residual category 4a_13. The
overwhelming majority of employers in the agricultural sector, however, must have been
peasant households who resorted to the use of additional hired labour at some point in the
agricultural year-cycle.'* Therefore, we will consider the number of rural employers who
were not also heads of peasant households to have been negligeable, and this brings us to the
point where we split the total employment in agriculture into two parts: (a) the number of
agricultural labourers as specified in the census [set aside as Labour Relation 14 — Wage
workers] and heads of peasant households [Labour Relation 4a]."”

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Labour Relation 6 - “Household servants” and Labour Relation 7 - “Community-
based redistribution agents” are non-existant for the benchmark 1900.

Labour Relation 8 - “Forced Labourers” can be calculated quite precisely from table
XX as the sum of (a) men between 6 and 75 years of age serving in the armed forces (army
and navy) as non-commanding officers and (b) convict labourers.

Labour Relations 9, 10 and 11 are non-existent for the benchmark 1900.

The biggest single shortcoming of the data in table XX is that they do not allow us to
separate between the Labour Relations 12a [Self-employed leading producers], 12b [Self-
employed kin producers], 13 [Employers], 14 [Market Wage-earners] and 18 [Wage-earners
employed by non-market institutions]. Table XX merely gives us the number of people who
derived their income from a particular branch of production, trade or services, whether in
employment, self-employment, or indeed as employer. Also, it is problematic to separate
between wage-earners working for the market [Labour Relation 14] and wage-earners
employed by non-market institutions [Labour Relation 18]. This is because the data are
ordered by occupation or type of production, rather than by the ownership of the branch
concerned. Particularly in manufacturing the distinction between those employed by private
companies and those employed by state enterprises or belonging to a co-operative is
impossible to draw on the basis of table XX. Therefore, although for some occupations and/or
trades it might be feasible to build valid assumptions as to the ownership structure of the
establishment they were plying their trade at, the aggregate picture would be distorted and for
this reason we have chosen not to separate the Labour Relations 14 and 18 in the database.

Together, these two limitations yield an amalgamate category 12a-12b-13-14-18,
comprising the upper-level category “commodified labour” in its entirety. These data are
broken down by branch and occupation, using the categories from the census. Note that for
each group this contains a category “Other” [“Unspecified within group”], the presence of
which is due to the circumstance that the provincial level occupational data from table XX
contain a residual category which cannot be attributed to one of the 390 occupations, but just
to one of the larger 65 occupational groups. This is explained in more detail in the
documentation covering the 1897 data-sets on labour in their historical classification.

A national data-set on labour relations in 1897 Russia is available online from the
Global Collaboratory on the History of Labour Relations.!® It is compiled following the same
procedures as the regional data-sets in the Electronic Repository of Russian Historical
Statistics and is therefore directly comparable.

1959

Labour relations for the benchmark-year 1959 have been reconstructed using census data on
(a) the age-gender distribution of the population (data-set 1.02) and (b) sources of income by
social group (data-set 2.04, see documentation on Labour for the benchmark year 1959 for
more information). Drawing on these data we distinguish the following categories:

Labour relation 1 — “Cannot work or cannot be expected to work™.

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According to the definitions of the taxonomy this includes people who cannot work,
or cannot be expected to work because they are too young, too old, disabled, or otherwise
unable to work.

For the lower age-delimiter for inclusion into this category we have relied on the age-
limit for obligatory schooling. When the census was conducted in January 1959, the majority
of Soviet children enrolled in an “incomplete secondary school” (nepolnaya srednyaya
shkola) on the 1st of September after they had turned seven years old. Education at such
schools took seven years and was compulsory. After completion of the incomplete secondary
school, pupils could either continue their studies at higher stages of education, or enter the
labour market.'” Because the lion’s share of children would have been fourteen years of age
at that point, we consider the population younger than fourteen years (<13 years) to have
been too young to be expected to work, and classify them as belonging to labour relation 1.

The above, however, is merely a rule of thumb. The census results show individuals
younger than 14 that are “employed” (imeiushchie zaniatiia) or are “family members
employed at a private plot” (chleny semei, zaniatye v LPKh). We are not able to give a
satisfactory explanation for these instances, but most probably these children started
incomplete secondary school at an earlier age than was the norm. Because we do have these
data on the employment of individuals younger than 14 years of age, we can exclude them
from labour relation 1 and classify them as belonging to one of the other labour relations
listed below.

Setting the upper age-delimiter for determining the population that is considered too
old to work, is more complicated. The Soviet Union had adopted a universal pension system
in 1956, under which women retired at fifty-five and men at sixty years of age. Theoretically,
this would imply that fifty-five for women and sixty for men would be the age beyond which
people were no longer expected to work. However, until 1964 the pension system did not
cover collective farmers, a substantial part of the rural population still at the time. Moreover,
because of labour shortages, policies were soon implemented which encouraged, and
materially stimulated pensioners to continue working, and many did so."® For this reason we
have decided to disregard information on the receipt of retirement pensions as a criterium for
inclusion into labour relation 1. Instead we have opted to set the age-delimiter at 75 and
consider all persons older than 74 years of age (>75) as too old to be expected to work. In
order to avoid double counting we have therefore assumed all persons beyond retirement age
recorded as employed in the census to have belonged to the age-brackets 60-74.1°

As far as the age-groups 14-74 are concerned, we have classified three categories
identified in the census as belonging to Labour relation 1:

e “dependents — studying” (izhdiventsy otdel 'nykh lits - uchashiesia)

e ‘“grant holders” (stipendiaty)

e “dependent on state and social organizations” (izhdiventsy gosudarstvennykh i
obshchestvennykh organizatsii)

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Labour relation 4a — “Leading Producers”.

Soviet collectivization of the 1930s had largely eradicated subsistence farming, but
small numbers of so-called “individual farmers” (krest’iane-edinolichniki) still existed in
1959. Facing numerous caps on output and marketing, the prospects of Soviet individual
farmers were essentially limited to subsistence farming. For this reason we have classified
those belonging to this social group who were under 75 years of age AND listed in the census
as “employed” (imeiushchie zaniatiia) or as “family members employed at a private plot”
(chleny semei, zaniatye v LPKh) as belonging to category 4a —‘Leading producers”.

Labour Relation 4b5 —”Kin Producers; Kin Non-Producers”

The taxonomy categories 4b-“Kin Producers” and 5-“Kin Producers” are difficult
categories to identify, because they refer to the part of the population as a rule omitted in
census records on employment. i.e. people of working age, not formally employed, but
involved in household work, either as a productive activity (4b), or as a supportive activity to
formally employed heads or other members of the household (5). Essentially, this a residual
category, comprising those of working age not formally employed, and is calculated as the
sum of:

e those below 14 years of age AND registered in the census as “family members
employed at a private plot” (chleny semei, zaniatye v LPKh).

e those belonging to the social group “collective farmers” who were between
14-74 years of age AND listed in the census as “family members employed at
a private plot” (chleny semei, zaniatye v LPKh).

e all other persons between 14-74 years of age NOT included into Labour
relations 1, 4a, 12a, 12b, or 1418.

Labour Relation 12 a — “Self-Employed Leading Producers”

Self-employment is a specific category in the 1959 Soviet Union, where individual
market-oriented forms of production were penalized from the late 1920s onwards, even if not
formally banned. Essentially, the category consists of those who were gainfully employed
outside state employment. These were small-scale artisans working on the margins of the
urban economy in particular niche occupations in services and petty manufacturing, certain
liberal professions, like for example lawyers, but the largest group of people which were
formally outside of state employment, were the collective farmers.

Until 1966, collective farmers did not earn wages, but were entitled to a share of the
collective farm production, dependent on their participation in the collective efforts of the
farm.?® The reason we do not classify them as share-croppers (18.1), is that, at least until the
end of the 1950s the income from collective farm work, because it was so low, effectively
amounted to only a very minor share of total household income, the mainstay of which was
derived from production on the private plot collective farmers were entitled to, either
consumed in kind or sold on collective farmers’ markets.?' At the same time, this is also the
reason why we do not classify them as 8- “Obligatory labourers”, even if work on the
collective farm was essentially a corvée imposed on the rural population — collective farm
work was neither in terms of income, nor in terms of labour expenditure the main labour
relation in which collective farmers were involved.

Thus, the category 12a — “Self-employed Leading Producers” consists of:

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e those belonging to the social group “collective farmers” (kolkhozniki) who
were younger than 75 years of age AND listed as “employed” (imeiushchie
zaniatiia).

e those belonging to the social group “non-cooperated craftsmen”
(nekooperirovannye kustari) who were younger than 75 years of age AND
listed as “employed” (imeiushchie zaniatiia).

e those belonging to the social group “co-operated” craftsmen (kooperirovannye
kustari) who were younger than 75 years of age AND listed as “employed”
(imeiushchie zaniatiia).

e those belonging to the social group “members of the liberal professions” (/itsa
svobodnykh professii) who were younger than 75 years of age AND listed as
being “employed” (imeiushchie zaniatiia).

Labour Relation 12b — Self-Employed Kin Producers
This category refers to family members assisting Self-Employed Leading Producers
(12a, cf. above) in the pursuit of their productive activities. Unfortunately, though, the census
does not separate family members of the categories we included in category 12a into those
assisting the head of household and those engaged in household work. Because of the
limitations on independent economic activity we feel safe to assume, however, that the
number of family members of cooperated and non-cooperated craftsmen involved in
household productive activities must have been negligibly small, and therefore we classify
only the following census-category as Labour Relation 12b:
e those belonging to the social group “collective farmers” (kolkhozniki) who
were younger than 75 years of age AND listed as “family members, employed

at a private plot” (chleny semei, zaniatye v LPKh), including those younger
than 14.

Labour Relation 1418 — Wage Earners
With all form so entrepreneurial activity banned, the state was the sole employer in the Soviet
Union, and employment, rather than other labour relations, was the norm. Due to the non-
capitalist nature of the Soviet economic system there is no distinction between market and
non-market institutions, and therefore we cannot distinguish between Labour Relations 14
and 18, presenting an amalgamate category instead, consisting of:
e those belonging to the social group “workers” (rabochie) who were younger
than 75 years of age AND listed as “employed” (imeiushchie zaniatiia),
including those younger than 14.
e those belonging to the social group “white-collar workers” (sluzhashchie) who
were younger than 75 years of age AND listed as “employed” (imeiushchie
zaniatiia), including those younger than 14.
e those belonging to the social group “clergy” (sluzhiteli kul’ta) who were
younger than 75 years of age AND listed as “employed” (imeiushchie
zaniatiia), including those younger than 14.
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2002

The 2002 data-set on labour relations was compiled on the basis of the 2002 Population
Census of the Russian Federation.?> Volume 7, table 5 and Volume 8, table 11 record the
labour relations for the economically active population between 15 and 64 years of age,
distinguishing between those working in employment and those working of their own accord,
with a further subdivision of the latter into the self-employed and those hiring the labour of
others.

Relying on additional data from other volumes of the census, we have enlarged this core-data
set to include all of the population, by adding the following information on the population
outside the labour force:

e Volume 2, table 2: population under 15 and over 74 years of age

e Volume 5, table 4: those living off savings and/or off the proceeds of renting out
property

e Volume 6, table 13: population of collective households (prisons, hospitals etc.)

e Volume 7, table 1: the unemployed

The census data allow us to identify the Labour Relations 1, 2, 3, 4a, 4b/5, 12a/b, 13, 14/18.
All data on labour relations are broken down by sex, and, where possible, by age.

Starting with Labour Relation 1 - “Cannot work or cannot be expected to work” the age-
delimiters applied for separating those too young or too old to work or to be expected to work
from the rest of the population are 15 and 74 years of age, i.e. all men and women under 15
and over 74 [Vol. 2, Table 2] are integrally assigned to Labour Relation 1. The lower age-
delimiter reflects the existence of obligatory school-education and is generally adhered to in
current labour and employment statistics. The upper age-delimiter is more controversial - the
Russian Federation inherited the Soviet pension system introduced in the late 1950s, with
ages of retirement set at 60 for men and 55 for women. However, whereas in Soviet times
this meant actual retirement at these ages, the decline of the value of retirement pensions in
real terms during the post-Soviet period has effectively transformed the pension into a
monetary allowance which is received irrespective of employment status. In addition to the
pension people would have to provide for the means of existence, or be supported by
relatives. Considering the definitions of work adhered to in our taxonomy, which includes
household work, only when no contribution whatsoever would be expected anymore from
them, should they be classified as belonging to Labour Relation 1. The default value for this
age in the taxonomy is 75 and there is no reason not to consider this an appropriate value for
Russian society at the start of the twenty-first century as well.

Further categories to be included in Labour Relation 1 are identified as such in the
census:

(a) all people over 15 years of age living in institutional households [Vol. 6, table 13]. Apart
from mental homes, hospitals, orphanages etc. this also includes the prison population, the
armed forces living in barracks, as well as monasteries and convents. The latter three
subcategories are included in the undifferentiated category "other institutions/npyrue
yupexaeHus".

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(b) people listed in Vol. 7, table 1 as “people receiving social welfare (except unemployment
benefits) and people on state support” [nwia, momydaromue mocodue (KpoMe mocoous 1mo
Oe3paboTulie) U JHIa, HAXOAAIIMecs Ha o0ecliedeHnu rocyaapcTeal, and “grantees”
[ctunenauatel]. These two categories would include most students, as well as the disabled.
Unfortunately, though, these data only relate to those of 15-64 years of age, whereas in our
taxonomy we would also want to include those of 65-74 years of age. As far as students are
concerned, this is a minor omission, but relative to the disabled and other people on state
support it has to be acknowledged that our data contain a certain downward bias.

Labour Relation 2 - “Affluent” [those who are so prosperous that they do not need to
work for a living] has been calculated as the number of people over 15 years of age reporting
savings [cOepexenus| or the letting of property [10X01 OT ciaun BHAeM UITH B apEeHIY
umytectsa] as their single source of income [Vol. 5, table 4]. This contains a slight upward
bias in that it includes all people over 65 years of age, i.e. inclusive of those over 74, whom
we have already integrally allocated to Labour Relation 1 and therefore introduces a certain
double-counting. To compensate this to some extent the number of people in the table who
had indicated no age have been excluded from the calculations.

Labour Relation 3 - “Unemployed”. The census only specifies the number of
unemployed for the population between 15 and 64 living in non-institutional households
[Vol. 7, table 1]; it is assumed that among the remaining categories of the population (people
in institutions, the homeless and the non-institutional household population between 64 and
75) the number of unemployed will have been negligible.

Labour Relation 4a - “Leading household producers”. Calculated as the number of rural
residents working on their own account in agriculture, hunting, fishing, forestry and
aquaculture [Cenbckoe Hacenenue, pabomarowjue He no HauMy 06e3 npueieyeHuss HAeMHbIX
PAbomHUKO8 8 C-X, OXOme, JleCHOM Xo3sicmee, pvibonoscmee u pvibosoocmee]. This figure
only concerns the non-institutional household population between 15 and 64 [Vol. 8, table
11]. Of course outside non-institutional households few self-sufficient household producers
are to be found, with the exception of heads of monasteries, but the omission of the age-
category 65-74 is more problematic - it is exactly among the elderly that a lot of the self-
sufficient rural producers can be found. On the other hand, the data overestimate the number
of self-sufficient households, as some of the rural producers not working with hired labour
should in fact be classified as self-employed, because they might be primarily working for the
market. Therefore, on average, this is probably as good an estimate of the number of leading
household producers in the countryside as we can get on the basis of available data.

Labour Relation 4b5 - “Household kin producers; Household kin non-producers”.
Calculated as a residual category, obtained by subtracting Labour Relations 1, 2, 3, 4a, 12a/b,
13, 14/18 from the total population. This figure is inclusive of women between 55 and 75 and
men between 60 and 75 who are formally retired and in receipt of retirement pensions, but
are not specifically gainfully employed. As we have argued above, pensions are not adequate
for covering living expenses and people of this age would therefore either supplement them
with income from gainful employment, or would be supported by relatives, taking care of
grandchildren or performing other household duties in return.

People with an unspecified age or with unspecified employment were also included in the
amalgamate, residual category 4b/5.
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Unfortunately, the census data do not allow us to identify military conscripts and
therefore, Labour Relation 8 - “Obligatory Labourers”. They cannot be separated from
professional army personnel and have therefore been included with Labour Relation 18.

Labour Relations 12ab, 13, and 1418 are calculated on the basis of the full data on
employment in Vol. 7, table 5. This causes a certain double-counting and overlap with
Labour Relation 1: Volume 7, table 5 relates to the population over 15 years of age, i.e.
inclusive of the population above 74, which we have integrally allotted to Labour Relation 1.
Although a breakdown of the data according to age-cohorts is provided in the table, it does
not provide separate figures for those over 74 years of age, but lumps them together with the
age-cohort 64-74. Therefore we have no choice but to accept the possible distortion, also
because the number of people over 74 years of age who would have indicated in the census to
have been gainfully employed, must have been quite small.

Labour Relations 12a - “Self-employed leading producers” and 12b — “Self-employed kin
producers”. Because of the often informal character of self-employment we have opted to
calculate this category as a residual category, including everyone who indicated to be
gainfully employed, but NOT to be working in employment. This involves adding up the Vol.
7, table 5 categories “working in self-employment without hired personnel” [pabomarowue
He no Haumy 6e3 npusieyeHuss HaemHvlx pabomunukog], “working in self-employment, without
indication of the presence of hired labour” [pabomarowue ne no naiimy, ne yxazasuiue
npuenevenue Haemnvlx pabomnukos] and “working in self-employment - other”
[pabomatowue ne no naumy - unoe], as well as the top-level category of those indicating
gainful employment in general, without further specifying their labour relation. To avoid
double-counting we subsequently subtract the rural self-employed already classified as
Labour Relation 4a from this total. The data do not allow us to distinguish between self-
employed leading producers and self-employed kin producers, therefore we include them as
the amalgamate category 12a/b.

Labour Relation 13 - “Employers” are identified as such in Vol. 7, table 5 [pabomarowue
He NO HAlMY C npusiledeHuemM HAeMHbIX paDOMHUKOS).

Labour Relation 14 — “Market Wage-earners” and 18 — “Wage-earners employed by non-
market institutions” cannot be distinguished from each other on the basis of the census-data
and are therefore calculated as an aggregate category, comprising all those listed in Vol. 7,
table 5 as working in employment [pabomarowue no naiimy].

The database contains only the upper-level data, providing the breakdown of the
population into the labour relations enumerated above for men and women separately.
Unfortunately, they cannot be differentiated any further by branch, trade and occupation
because such a breakdown is available only for the population of 15-64 years of age as listed
in Vol. §, table 11. For reasons unspecified in the census volumes these data are not
compatible with the data on labour relations from Vol. 7, table 5, which include all of the
population over 15 years of age and, for that reason, have been used for the compilation of
our dataset. The incompatibility lies in the fact that a simple subtraction of the number of
people in the age-category > 65 from the total in Vol. 7, table 5, which in theory should yield
the same total as that listed in Vol. 8, table 11 for the population of 15-64, nonetheless returns
a figure of over one million persons more, a difference in the order of magnitude which
cannot be just ignored. For that reason we have decided to abstain from a classification by
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trade or occupation, also because the breakdown provided in the census is only a rudimentary
one by sector of the economy.

A national data-set on labour relations in 2002 Russia is available online from the
Global Collaboratory on the History of Labour Relations.?* It is compiled following the same
procedures as the regional data-sets in the Electronic Repository of Russian Historical
Statistics and is therefore directly comparable.

Datatype 2.03: Sector of Employment

Data on employment by sector of output are classified using the Statistical Classification of
Economic Activities in the European Union (NACE) system, version 1.1, which is also used
to code the data on the output of both industry, agriculture, and services.** Version 1.1.
NACE was developed since 1970 for the designation of economic activities in the countries
of the European Union and is used by Eurostat and throughout the European statistical
system. NACE is one of the two large systems of classification of economic activity in use in
the world (the other being ISIC). Our choice of NACE 1.1 as the standard for the Electronic
Repository of Russian Historical Statistics is motivated by the fact that it is already in use in
several other large historical data-projects, notably the Data-set on Comparative Historical
National Accounts at the University of Groningen in the Netherlands®®, thus enhancing the
prospects of a comparative use of the data.

NACE 1.1 is a hierarchical classification system with five levels of detail (1-5), in which the
highest level of detail is provided at the lowest level 5:

e a first level and second level consisting of headings identified by an alphabetical code
(sections), allowing for a linkage to national account systems.

e athird level consisting of headings identified by a two-digit numerical code
(divisions),

e a fourth level consisting of headings identified by a three-digit numerical code
(groups),

o a fifth level consisting of headings identified by a four-digit numerical code (classes).

In classifying the data we have striven to assign codes at the highest level of detail, i.e. at the
fifth level, but the data do not always allow for this and in such cases we have assigned codes
at the next available level of detail, from the fourth to the first. This has to be borne in mind

when working with the data - the absence of data relating to the one or the other category

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at the highest level of detail does not necessarily mean that there was no employment in
this sector, because it might have simply been included in a more aggregate category at
a lower level of detail.

In order to be able to “classify” data which have not been be attributed to the one or the other
particular sector, we have extended NACE with a category “Z - Unspecified”.

The NACE toolkit for the classification of economic activities consists of a list of branches of
economic activity and a detailed set of rules for the assignment of economic activities to

these different branch categories. These rules are laid out in elaborate comments to the
categories.

The full list of branches in Russian and English, as well as the instructions for the assignment
of economic activities to these branches in English, are available as an Excel-sheet at
ristat.org in the section Documentation/General Documentation. A Russian version of the
comments is available from appendix III to this methodological paper.

At the Eurostat web site the NACE classification is available in other official languages of
the European Union, which, using the NACE codes as persistent identifiers, allows for direct
comparisons of the data from the Electronic Repository of Russian Historical Statistics to the
experience of other countries.

Eurostat issues periodical updates to the NACE classification and makes available correlation
tables to previous versions at its web site.

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Appendix II — Definitions of labour relations (Collaboratory Taxonomy)

Non-working:

As a starting point for each geographical unit and cross section, we take the entire population and
subsequently determine what part is not, as a rule, working, and, consequently, what part is working
(these “calculations” will often be based on estimates rather than precise data). The non-working
population is divided into the following three categories:

1. Cannot work or cannot be expected to work: those who cannot work, because they are too
young (<6 years), too old (>75 years),?® disabled, or are studying.

2. Affluent: those who are so prosperous that they do not need to work for a living (rentiers, etc.),
and consequently actually do not work. This also goes for their spouses if all their productive and
reproductive tasks are taken over by servants, nannies, etc. There are, of course, affluent people,
owners of big companies, who are wealthy enough to stop working but nevertheless choose to
continue to work. If they are employers, these people should be assigned to labour relation 13 instead
of 2.

3. Unemployed: although unemployment is very much a nineteenth- and, especially, twentieth-
century concept, we do distinguish between those in employment and those wanting to work but who
cannot find employment.

Working:
Reciprocal labour:

Persons who provide labour for other members of the same household and/or community are
subsumed within the category Reciprocal labour.

Within the household:

4a.  Leading household producers: heads of self-sufficient households (these include family-based
and non-kin-based forms). Self-subsistence can include small market transactions, but only if most (at
least eighty per cent) of total household income is earned through self-subsistence labour. Heads of
households have labour relation 4a.

4b.  Household kin producers: subordinate kin, including spouses (men and women) and children
of the above heads of households, who are mainly self-subsistent and who contribute to the
maintenance of the household by performing productive work for that household.

5. Household kin non-producers: subordinate kin, including spouses (men and women) and
children of heads of households, who can support the household (under either reciprocal or
commodified labour relations). These spouse and kin dependants are free from productive work, but
they contribute to the maintenance of the household by performing reproductive work for the
household, i.e. especially child rearing, cooking, cleaning, and other household chores.

In all other cases spouses and kin producers in the categories named have income-generating
activities essential for the survival of the household, i.e. labour relations 12a, 12b, 13, 14, or 18, and
will have one of these labour relations themselves.

%% These minimum and maximum ages are very much culturally determined. The age brackets chosen
will always be indicated in the database and explained in the methodological paper.
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6. Reciprocal household servants and slaves: subordinate non-kin (men, women, and children)
contributing to the maintenance of self-sufficient households. This category does not include
household servants who earn a salary and are free to leave their employer of their own volition (i.e.
labour relation 14), but it does include servants in autarchic households, monasteries, and palaces.
They may work under all shades of conditions, from enforcement (including pawnship) to a desire to
receive patronage. These conditions may change from one generation to another.?’

Within the community:

7. Community-based redistributive labourers: persons who perform tasks for the local
community in exchange for communally provided remuneration in kind, such as food,
accommodation, and services, or a plot of land and seed to grow food on their own. Examples of this
type of labour include working under the Indian jajmani system, hunting and defence by Taiwanese
aborigines, or communal work among nomadic and sedentary tribes in the Middle East and Africa. In
the case of the jajmani workers in South Asia, hereditary structures form the basis of the engagement,
while in parts of Africa or Taiwan the criteria for fulfilling community-based labour are gender and
age (in Taiwan, for example, males between six and forty).

Tributary labour:

Persons who are obliged to work for the polity (often the state, though it could also be a feudal or
religious authority). Their labour is not commodified but belongs to the polity. Those workers are
included in the category Tributary labour.

8. Obligatory labourers: those who have to work for the polity, and are remunerated mainly in kind.
This category includes those subject to civil obligations (corvée labourers, conscripted soldiers
and sailors), and work as punishment, i.e. convicts. Yet the obligatory work can also be an
entitlement that enjoys middle or high social standing, such as the European or Indian nobility,
the samurai in Japan, or banner people in Qing China.

9. Indentured tributary labourers: those contracted to work as unfree labourers for the polity for a
specific period of time to pay off a debt or fine to that same polity.

10. Tributary serfs: those working for the polity because they are bound to its soil and bound to
provide specified tasks for a specified maximum number of days, for example state serfs in
Russia.

11. Tributary slaves: those who are owned by and work for the polity indefinitely (deprived of the
right to leave, to refuse to work, or to receive compensation for their labour). One example is
forced labourers in concentration camps.

Commodified labour:

Work done on the basis of market exchange in which labour is “commodified”, i.e. where the worker
or the products of his work are sold. The category Commodified labour is subdivided into those

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working for the market and those working for public institutions that may nevertheless produce for
the market (though not for the gain of private individuals).

For the market, private employment:

12 a. Self-employed leading producers: those who produce goods or services for the market (for
example, peasants, craftsmen, petty traders, transporters, as well as those in a profession) with fewer
than three employees, possibly in cooperation with

12 b. Self-employed kin producers: household members including spouses and children who work
together with self-employed leading producers who produce for the market. All members of a family
working under a putting-out system should be counted as self-employed producers.?®

13. Employers: those who produce goods or services for market institutions by employing more than
three labourers. The number after the dot is an attribute that says something about the freedom or
unfreedom of the employees.

13.1 Employers who employ free wage earners.
13.2 Employers who employ indentured labourers.

13.3 Employers who employ serfs.

13.4 Employers who employ slaves.

14. Market wage earners: wage earners (including the temporarily unemployed) who produce
commodities or services for the market in exchange mainly for monetary remuneration. A
subdivision is made by type of remuneration.

14.1 Sharecropping wage earners: remuneration is a fixed share of total output.
14.2 Piece-rate wage earners: remuneration at piece rates.

14.3 Time-rate wage earners: remuneration at time rates

14.4 Cooperative subcontracting workers at piece rates.

15. Indentured labourers for the market: those contracted to work as unfree labourers for an employer
for a specific period of time to pay off a private debt. They include indentured European labourers
in the Caribbean in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries, and indentured Indian, Chinese, and
Japanese workers after the abolition of slavery.

16. Serfs working for the market: those bound to the soil and bound to provide specified tasks for a

specified maximum number of days for private landowners, for example serfs working on the
estates of the nobility.

17. Slaves who produce for the market: those owned by their employers (masters). They are deprived
of the right to leave, to refuse to work, or to receive compensation for their labour. Here we do not
distinguish between the different ways individuals may become enslaved (sale, pawning, etc.).
We do, however, differentiate between:

17.1  Slaves working directly for their proprietor, for example productive work by
plantation slaves, and domestic slavery in households producing for the market.

% As long as they are > 6 and < 75 (or other age indications for too young or too old to work as
documented for the cross section that is specifically analysed).
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17.2  Slaves for hire, for example for agricultural or domestic labour (as a rule they may
keep a small part of their earnings, while the largest part goes to the owner).

For non-market institutions:

18. Wage earners employed by non-market institutions (that may or may not produce for the market),
such as the state, state-owned companies, the Church, or production cooperatives, who produce or
render services for a free or a regulated market. A subdivision is made by type of remuneration:

18.1  Sharecropping wage earners: remuneration is a fixed share of total output.
18.2  Piece-rate wage earners: remuneration at piece rates.

18.3  Time-rate wage earners: remuneration at time rates.
