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English Summary (Olav Hofland, Gijs Kessler)

The data for RISTAT’s section on labour for the benchmark year 1959 have mainly been gathered from
the All-Union Population Census that was conducted in that year. In addition, more precise data on the
number of workers per sector of industry have been derived from the Report on the Number of
Factories, Workers, Total Production of Industry, and Value of the Industrial-Production Reserves per
Sector of Industry for the year 1959 per oblast, krai, and autonomous republic of the RSFSR’, stored at
the archives of the Central Statistical Administration (TsSU) (henceforth referred to as ‘TsSU Report’).
Below, we briefly elaborate on our use of both sources.

The census directly provides the data for the following topics of the labour-section of RISTAT:
- 2.01 (Population by occupation)
- 2.03 (Population by sector of employment) [Supplemented with breakdown of industry by
branch from the TsSU reports]
- 2.04 (Population by source of income and social group)

In addition, using the data on the age-gender distribution of the population (1.02) and on sources of
income (2.04)! we have compiled a data-set on labour relations (2.02).

2.01 - Population by occupation

For reasons of compatibility data-set 2.01 has been set-up in line with the methodology adhered to by
the International Network for the Comparative History of Occupational Structure (INCHOS) at
Cambridge University.? At the heart of this methodology is the PSTI occupational classification, which
allows for a simultaneous classification by both occupational characteristics and the overall sectoral
division between the Primary (Agriculture, Hunter/Gathering, Forestry), Secondary (Construction,
Mining, and Manufacturing) and Tertiary (Trade, Transport and Services) sectors of the economy. For
more details on PSTI and its application throughout the data-set the user is referred to the
methodological paper on the use of modern classification schemes in the ERRHS data-sets on Labour,
available for download at https://ristat.org/.

There are two differences between the regional occupational data available at the Electronic Repository
of Russian Historical Statistics and the national data available from the INCHOS project:

1) the INCHOS-data relate exclusively to the population of fifteen years and older, whereas the regional
data are not available with a break-down by age, and are therefore inclusive of any working children
under 15 years of age.

! For data-set 2.02 we have used the data on social groups from the archival records of the 1959 population census,
whereas for 1.05 we relied on the published records (cf. methodological paper for the topic “Population”. This explains why
some of the figures on social groups may differ between the data-sets 1.05 and 2.02.

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2) the INCHOS data report on the size of the armed forces, whereas in the ERRHS data the members of
the armed forces are included in the tables according to their profession before conscription. This has to
do with the way the census was carried out in the armed forces, and the procedures adhered to for
processing these data, according to which army personnel was redistributed by region of origin and civil
profession, so as not to give away strategic information on the location of army units.> Whereas at the
national level, the armed forces can be "reconstructed" by reverse redistribution of the total number of
army personnel (known from the census), this cannot be done at the regional level, because the
geographical distribution of the army units remains classified information up till the present day.

Alongside the occupational data, the 2.01 data-set also includes information in the following two
categories:

1) family members working in household subsidiary agriculture (from data-set 2.04 - Population by
source of income);

2) the number of people fifteen years and older without an occupation or an independent source of
income, calculated as the difference between (a) the total population fifteen years and older and (b) the
sum of all occupations. Using this indicator labour force participation rates can be calculated (but are
not included as such in the data-set).

When working with the data in their historical classification in the format as downloaded from the file
catalogue, note that the data for HISTCLASS1 "Lifting and conveyor systems" contain sets of two records
with identical historical classification and values; this has to do with the implementation of the modern
classification for this category. To obtain the full numbers for these categories the values of records with
identical indicators have to be added to each other. A note explaining this issue is contained in the
COMMENT_NABORSHIK field for the records concerned. When using the data as obtained through the
Query module no such additional operation is required as the data have already been aggregated.

2.02 - Population by labour relation

The data-set on labour relations has been compiled in accordance with the methodology of the Global
Collaboratory for the History of Labour Relations, a project of the International Institute of Social History
in Amsterdam.? This data-set can be accessed both in its historical and in its modern classification, but
the coherence and complementarity of the categories is best understood when accessed in its modern
classification (for further information, please refer to the documentation provided online at
https://ristat.org).

2.03 - Population by sector of employment

The data-set on sectoral employment consists of two indicators: (1) the number of people employed in
the various sectors of the economy as reported in the population census (with a breakdown for
urban/rural) and (2) the "average number of workers in 1959" from the TsSU report (cf. above).

Unfortunately, the source data on the number of people employed, are rounded off to the nearest
hundred, and therefore do not directly match the data on employment in the data-sets 2.01, 2.02 and
2.04.

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The data on the "average number of workers in 1959" do not suffer from this problem, but are by their
very nature not directly comparable to the employment data in the other data-sets.

2.04 - Population by source of income and social group

Data on sources of income are provided with a break-down by sex, age, and, in part, social group.’

a) All-Union Population Census of 1959.

The 1959 population census was the first census to be held after the war and was postponed as long as
possible to obscure the population losses incurred.® The census was carried out between 15 and 22
January and registered the population as on the 15th of January. This date and month was chosen to
minimise the distortions by migration and mobility. The census counted as present population those
persons found by the census-takers at a certain premises on the date of their visit, regardless of
whether they were temporary or permanent residents at this place.’

The census gave special treatment to what was referred to as the «special contingents» among the
population — labour camp inmates and prisoners, as well as the military and inhabitants of secret, so-
called 'closed towns'. Prisoners and inmates were to be included in the regions where they were
detained, military conscripts, to the contrary, were to be included in the totals for their regions of origin.
In practice, however, it appears that these rules were not always equally rigorously applied - in some
cases the personnel of secret 'closed' towns were added to other regions, apparently to mask their
dislocation. This should be borne in mind when working with the census results, but it should be
underlined that the magnitude of such distortions can in no way be considered to have significantly
affected the quality of the census-results.®

In compiling the dataset, we gave preference to the census’ results stored in the archives, including the
documentation on the processing of the census materials.® We have done so, because these provide the
data on labour in greater detail than the published census results.°

Data are provided for the territorial units as listed in the census, with the single difference that the
separate data for the cities of Moscow and Leningrad were included into the totals of the respective
provinces. It should be noted that, according to the territorial principles underlying the Electronic
Repository of Russian Historical Statistics, RISTAT only contains the data for the provinces of the Russian
Socialist Federative Republic (RSFSR), the Russian Union-Republic within the larger Soviet Union.

The user should bear in mind that actual data on number and location of military personnel were not
included in the results of the 1959 census, as these remained “secret.”!! The census groups people
serving in the military according to their profession and location at the moment they were drafted.

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b) The ‘TsSU Report’

The aforementioned ‘TsSU Report’ contains data on the total output of industrial production in roubles,
the number of factories, the average number of workers in a year'?, and the value of the main industrial-
production reserves. The information is grouped according to a territorial principle and covers 1959 up
to January 1, 1960. The report is stored in the archives of the Central Statistical Administration of the
RSFSR at the Russian State Economic Archive.*?

The ‘TsSU Report’ provides the data for the following topics for the labour-section of RISTAT:
- 2.03 (Population by sector of employment) [breakdown of industry by branch]

We have used this source to compile the data on this topic, because the population census of 1959
merely includes data on the workforce in industry as a whole. The ‘Statistical Board’s Report’ gives a
more detailed breakdown of the workforce by sectors of industry, even if the data are less precise,
because rounded off to the nearest hundred.
