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English Summary (Olav Hofland)

For the benchmark year 1795 the Electronic Repository of Russian Historical Statistics contains data on
labour only for subtype 2.01 - labour by profession.

No data are available for the subtypes 2.03 (labour by sector of employment) and 2.04 (labour by source
of income).

As far as subtype 2.02 (labour by labour relation) the reader is referred to the Global Collaboratory on
the History of Labour Relations at the International Institute of Social History (Amsterdam, The
Netherlands). In the framework of this project a data-set has been compiled on labour relations in
Russia for the year 1795. 1 Although this data-set contains a sizeable amount of regional data, the
methodology of the project precludes a full disaggregation of the data by region, and for this reason we
have chosen not to include the data in the Electronic Repository.

2.01 — Population by profession

Historical data on professions in late 18™ century Russia are rare, and pertain exclusively to urban
artisans. The data on these occupations have been collected from the ‘topographic descriptions’
(topograficheskie opisaniia) of the 1780s and 1790s. These ‘topographic descriptions’ were meant as
inventories of the material resources available in the governorates (gubernii) and viceroyalties
(namestichestv) of the Russian Empire, and hence reflect the practical needs of contemporaries. The
‘topographic descriptions’ were based on a standard questionnaire, and thus provide similarly
structured data for multiple years and regions.

Unfortunately, these data do not exist for all provinces. Moreover, we decided only to include data on a
certain profession, provided that the exact number of people working in that profession has been
recorded. Users should also bear in mind that the sources do not provide information on the estate
affiliations of these artisans. The artisans indicated by these sources could have either been burghers
(meshchane), or various categories of peasants (krest’iane) employed at urban trading quarters.
